thenboththe SIM’s are active, but when you are using a particular
SIM, the other SIM becomes inactive.

1.Dual SIM cards can't use voice services and data services at
the same time.

2.Indual standby if a person is using SIM 1 and another person
is calling on SIM 2,they will hear the message “Not reachable,

try again later”.

3.When one of the SIM cards uses data services, the data services
of the other SIM card can't be accessed.

If after proper installation of SIM card the phone
doesn't recognize the network try switching the flight
